Joule Mentoring Club Rules and Regulations

Membership

1. Applicants have to submit in a duly completed application form to REACH FSC accompanied by a payment of SGD $15 for membership in Joule Mentoring Club.

2. The period of membership will be a year from approval of membership. Renewal fees are $10 per year.

3. Membership includes a membership card. Privileges include discounted rates for club activities, and training workshops.

Eligibility

1. All club members will have to fill in the application form and provide the necessary information. Members must be:

- 13 to 35 years old

- Be medically and mentally fit especially for outdoor activities

2. All club members are eligible to join in any activities under any division of the club.

Screening

1. Application for membership may be rejected on grounds of undesirable behaviors such as substance abuse, gang involvement or any other criminal behaviors etc.

2. REACH reserves the right to do background checks on applicants before they are allowed to join in any activities under the club.

Training

1. Selected club members will be selected to join mentoring groups (MGs) led by REACH FSC staff.

2. Club members selected to be in MGs will be required to go through leadership training in order to graduate as youth leaders.

3. Unofficial reasons for absence at trainings will not be accepted.

Reimbursements

1. Any form of purchase or expenditure made by the members for the purpose of the activities with the knowledge of REACH staff can be claimed back from REACH if the following conditions are abided:

- Proper original receipts of the items are produced.
- Purchased items must be in original condition.

Use of Alcohol, Drugs and Tobacco

1. Members are not allowed to consume all forms of alcohol, drugs and tobacco during club activities.

2. Staffs have the obligation to report cases of drug abuse to the police.

3. Members consuming tobacco/alcohol will be strongly encouraged to join cessation programs.

Unacceptable Behavior

1. The following conduct, including but not limited to, shall be deemed "inappropriate":
- Selling, soliciting, or engaging in any commercial activity

- Exhibiting abusive, indecent, profane, drunken conversation behavior toward REACH staff/other members. 

- Boy-girl relationships between an older adult/s and a younger member/s. Eg. Between adults above 21 years old and secondary school students aged 17 and/or below.

- Any form of sexual activities.


2. Anyone found to exhibit unacceptable behaviors would be subjected to termination of membership at the discretion of the staff of REACH FSC.

CIP

1. Only contact hours spent in the preparation and execution of community service projects will be counted towards CIP hours.

2. Members are responsible for recording their own CIP hours and produce the records when claiming the hours.

Evaluation

1. Club members would have to do a pre-evaluation at the point of joining the club.

2. At the end of the year, a post evaluation will be conducted for all the members in the activity groups.
